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DAYLIGHT SAVINGS TIME EXTENSION OF HOURS ACT OF 2011

ffective December 2, 2011,

D.C. Law 1945, the Daylight

Savings Time Extension of

Hours Act of 2011 (Act) be-
came law. The Act amends section §
25-723 of the D.C. Code to extend the
hours that on-premises alcoholic bev-
erage licensees may operate during
the beginning of daylight savings
time. The Act allows eligible on-
premise retailers to register with
ABRA by March 1, 2012, to sell and
serve alcoholic beverages during the
beginning of daylight savings time be-
tween the hours of 3:00 a.m. and
4:.00 a.m., on Sunday, March 11,
2012.

In order to be eligible for the addi-
tional hour, you either must: 1) not
have a voluntary agreement or 2)
possess a voluntary agreement with-
out any restrictions on your closing
hours. On-premise establishments
with voluntary agreements contain-
ing restrictions on their closing hours
are not eligible to register for the ex-
tended hours permitted under the
Act.

To register with ABRA, you must com-
plete and submit in person a
“Daylight Savings Time Hour Exten-
sion Registration Form” by March 1,
2012. The fee to register is $200.
Written notification of registered i

censees permitted to operate during
the extended hour will be submitted
by ABRA 10 days prior to the begin-
ning of daylight savings time to the
Metropolitan Police Department. The
fees collected by the agency will be
used to fund the Reimbursable Detail
Subsidy Program at ABRA. The Chief
of Police may suspend a licensee’s
privilege to operate and sell or serve
alcoholic beverages during the ex-
tended hour authorization if the licen-
see’s operation presents a danger to
the public health, safety, or welfare of
the public.

Upon completion of your registration
form, you will receive a separate day-
light savings time license from ABRA
that must be posted at your establish-
ment next to your permanent license
during the evening of Saturday, March
10, 2012, through the morning of Sun-
day, March 11, 2012. If you have any
questions regarding the registration
process, please contact ABRA’s Pro-
gram Manager of the Licensing Divi-
sion, Tiwana Hicks at (202) 442-4423
or e-mail her at tiwana.hicks@dc.gov .
You must submit the registration form
and pay the registration fee to ABRA
by March 1, 2012, to be eligible to op-
erate and sell and serve alcoholic bev-
erages during the extended hour per-
mitted under the Act.

SUCCESSFUL COMPLIANCE PROGRAM COMBATS SALES TO MINORS

ince Fiscal Year 2008, ABRA’s Enforcement Division in conjunction with partners

from the Metropolitan Police Department and the National Capitol Coalition to

Prevent Underage Drinking has conducted more than 4,000 compliance checks

of ABC licensed establishments. Over the years, there has been a slight reduc-
tion in the sale of alcohol to minors during these compliance checks. ABRA would like
to “congratulate” those licensees that have been vigilant in checking IDs and not selling
alcohol to minors. Below are the agency statistics from FY 2008 to FY 2011.

EXTENDED HOURS OF OPERATION

Extended hours reminder—Licensees may remain open one extra hour to sell and serve alcoholic bever-
ages on the night before District of Columbia and Federal holidays. Licensees are eligible for this exten-
sion if: (1) They do not have a voluntary agreement; or (2] Their voluntary agreement does not have
any restrictions on hours. This policy does not extend an establishment’s permitted hours of entertain-
ment, nor does it altar the two-hour kitchen requirement for restaurants prior to closing.

Martin Luther King, Jr's Birthday is celebrated by the District of Columbia on Monday, January 16. DC
and the Federal government offices will be closed. Therefore, qualifying licensees may extend their
hours on Sunday evening, January 15, until 3:00 a.m. Monday morning (on-premises).

Presidents’ Day is celebrated by the District of Columbia on Monday, February 20. DC and the Federal
government offices will be closed. Qualifying DC licensees may extend their hours on
Sunday evening, February 19, until 3:00 a.m. Monday morning (on-premises).
