AUGUST  
OCTOBER Students will learn how the main idea is supported 

by specifi c details in a text while reading about 
Earth, the sun, the moon, stars, and other planets. 

Students will learn to read, write, compare, and 
round mulƟ -digit whole numbers, as well as work 

with mulƟ -step word problems incorporaƟ ng 
larger, mulƟ -digit numbers.

OCTOBER  
DECEMBER

Students will learn to gather informaƟ on from 
mulƟ ple resources, build note-taking skills, and 

compile sources by reading about Pre-Columbian 
America, exploraƟ on, and the early seƩ lements of 
the U.S. to explain how European arrival changed 

America. 

Students will learn about factors, number 
mulƟ ples, and fracƟ ons that are equivalent, and 

then compare fracƟ ons with diff erent numerators 
and denominators. 

DECEMBER  
FEBRUARY

Students will learn about how perspecƟ ve and 
point of view aff ect the way a story is told while 

reading about the American RevoluƟ on and 
American Independence. 

Students will learn to add, subtract, and mulƟ ply 
fracƟ ons.

FEBRUARY  
APRIL

Students will learn to analyze characters while 
reading about the legends of medieval Ɵ mes and 
heroes from this period.  Specifi cally, students will 

analyze the treatment of heroes from medieval 
legends to determine whether or not they should 

be revered.  

Students will learn how decimals and fracƟ ons 
relate to one another, to compare decimals, and to 

solve word problems involving decimals.

APRIL 
JUNE

Students will learn to use diff erent sources to 
idenƟ fy how geography, life experience, and 

heritage impact a person’s wriƟ ng while reading 
about how these diff erences shape people’s beliefs.  

Students will learn to draw lines, line segments, 
rays, angles, parallel lines and lines of symmetry as 

well as measure angles.

Students will learn how sound travels through 
waves and explore living systems to see how plants 

and animals funcƟ on.

period, with a focus on 1763 - 1783.
