Meeting Summary:

Elisabeth Olds provided an update on her report.
· The report was submitted to Chief Lanier. It contained robust training recommendations and staffing recommendations
· 215 specific cases were reviewed
· Chief Lanier has 30 days to respond to the report
· On October 31st recommendations beyond the police recommendations will be issued
· Some issues that were discovered and are being addressed were kits being pulled from the queue with no reason provided
· Warrants being denied. Difficulty getting data on why they are denied, but Elisabeth is looking further into this

Elisabeth Olds provided an update on the Juvenile Working Groups
· The workgroup meetings are all open meetings.
· Some of the groups that have participated in the groups to date are the Justice for Survivors Campaign, the USAO, the MPD Youth Division, Break the Cycle, CPS, CAPC and Children’s National Medical Center
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· The age that is being considered for the recommendation is 12-17, however most participants felt more comfortable with 15 and up
· The meeting focused on mandatory reporting, in-person advocacy and a hotline
· The next working group meeting will be held on September 31st and will focus on:
*When do advocates not have to be mandatory reporters?
*How do you talk to people about mandatory reporting exemptions, etc…
*Clarifying parental notification vs. mandatory reporting

· Materials for the workgroup will be sent out on Monday morning. The meeting will be very structured and will have a max time allowance for each topic. 

Cortney Fisher presented a timeline for the draft of the Task Force’s recommendation:
· Draft will be submitted to the Task Force on September 25th
· Comments back from the Task Force to OVS on October 7th
· Next Task Force meeting we will discuss proposed revisions on October 13th
· Decisions on revisions will be made on October 14th
· Draft will be disseminated back and posted to the OVS website for public comment on December 1st
· All final comments are due back to OVS by December 15th
· OVS will submit draft back to the Task Force on January 4th 
· The final Task Force Meeting will be held on January 13th
· Recommendations will be submitted to CM McDuffie around January 31st
